(a): The total number of seats available for the Under Graduate course is 100
and for the Post Graduate courses is 37 at Biswanath College of Agriculture,
Biswanath Chariali for the Academic Session 2024-25.

(b) to (d): Biswanath College of Agriculture, Biswanath Chariali is under the
administrative control of Government of Assam.

As per the information obtained from the Government of Assam, there is

no proposal of State Government at present to upgrade the College into an
Agricultural University.
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
